A practical guide to identifying and working with gifted students at school

Identification of gifted students is a difficult task for teachers and anyone involved in education. While some students excel and are easy to identify
there are many others who may be underachieving and can be difficult to notice. Recently, a new online program for teachers of gifted students in
regular classrooms (EGift) was devised with the cooperation and partnership of some of the leading researchers in the field of gifted education in
Europe. Using EGift as a guide, this talk will look at identification of gifted students in a school context through formal and informal procedures and
will contain practical advice for teachers to make this task easier. Finally, the talk will look at best practice of what to do with these students after
identification to enable them to fulfil their potential.

Lived experience for talented students in their daily life.

To understand the daily life of talented students, it is important to take a broader look. This means it is not enough to focus on the individual. As gifted-
ness can only be observed in the interaction between the person and the personal environment, it is recommended to involve the whole system the
individual lives in. Every child, adolescent and adult has specific desires, interests and needs for his or her own personal development. Therefore, the
individual environment can be supportive or inhibitive. Examples of factors which may influence personal talent development in a supportive environ-
ment will be presented, as well as how inhibitive factors may be reduced. Finally, possible strategies which foster the development of talented children
during their daily lives in and out of the classroom will be presented.
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
